1.  Mary Jane moved to vote on the Reflections and Yearly Goals 2013-2014 after changing “have three or more presenters at the 2015 national conference”.  Lorraine seconded it and all in favor.

2. Beth put together all of the spending for the past year and Mary Jane made a spreadsheet of a proposed budget.  She added $100. to send the Art Educator of the Year to the National Conference each year.  She also suggested a delegate incentive to go to Team East every year, especially now that the Team East format of annual meetings has been changed to every other year and a Leadership Conference put in place on alternate years.  The first Leadership Conference will be held in Santa Fe, NM.  Lastly concerning the budget, Beth noted that we get $25.00 back from National for each member.  Mary Jane moved to approve the budget for 2013 - 14, Linda seconded and all voted in favor.

3. Constitution updates suggested by National were added to meet the needs of applying for a 501 (c)3.  The revised constitution will be sent out via email for comments and approvals later in September.  Stephanie asked for clarification regarding the verbiage, “to publish articles, reports and surveys” and a discussion ensued regarding surveys that Mary Jane will create and send out via email.  National asked us to have a research group, the surveys will get us started with the research group.  

4. Mary Jane consolidated Timelines and moved to approve XIII Appendix: Timelines 2013.  Lorraine seconded it and all voted to approve.

5. It was noted that the Scholarship Committee fell apart.  Lorraine is willing to work on scholarships, not necessarily head up a committee.
